We take pride in the appearance of our students. Dress reflects the quality of the school, of
conduct and of work. Students are asked to dress for success and weather. Clean and modest
clothing are recommended at all times.

Warm weather clothing may include knee-length shorts or skirts. However, halter tops, tank
tops, see-through tops, low cut tops and bare midriffs are not acceptable. Hats are not to be
worn in the building. This applies to all students. “Sagging” is totally unacceptable. In addition,
tight-fitting clothes are unacceptable. We recommend closed-toe shoes, as students are
outside at recess. Our PE teacher will send home a note each year describing appropriate PE
attire for your child’s assigned PE days.

Any student found to be out of compliance with the dress code will be asked to call home for
another change of clothes. If this is not possible, students will be kept out of the mainstream of
the student body while dressed inappropriately.
