 The Washington Youth Academy is part of 

the National Guard Youth Challenge  

Program.  Established under the authority 

of both federal (1993) and Washington 

State law (2007), the WYA is a state-run 

residential and post-residential program 

for 16-18 year olds who have dropped out 

of high school or are at risk of dropping 

out. There are currently 33 Youth Chal-

lenge programs operating in 28 states and 

Puerto Rico. The program is FREE for stu-

dents residing in Washington State. The 

WYA holds two classes a year, starting in  

January and July.
