Board News

Board hears budget updates

At its regular meeting held on Monday, Nov. 24, the board received an update on the state budget outlook, the district budget outlook and potential state funding reductions that would impact school districts. Funding with the greatest risk of being reduced or eliminated in the state budget includes the cost of living adjustment, local levy assistance of $3.8 million and I-728 monies of $12.6 million.

The district student enrollment was higher than expected this fall and above what was budgeted, which is a positive factor for the budget. Also, the district is progressing toward its original goal of saving two percent, or $6 million, in its 2008-09 budget. The moratorium/review on filling open positions is currently estimated to save $1.5 million. Superintendent Art Jarvis suggested the district be innovative in finding funding such as establishing a foundation. Administrators will provide the board with frequent updates on the state and district budgets
Administrators provided the board with more information on the use of kindergarten paraeducator aides in the classroom, and the board listened to parents’ comments. Administrators will provide additional information for the board at the Dec. 11 board meeting. 

The board was provided with the entire list of recommendations for naming the new school at Portland Avenue that will replace Gault and McIlvaigh middle schools in the fall of 2009-10. The naming committee also provided the board with more names to consider in addition to the initial two names for the new school. Superintendent Jarvis asked board to reconsider its policy of only selecting names of persons deceased for at least two years in light of the historical significance of the Nov. 4 election.

Indian Education PAC elder designs T-shirt artwork

Parent Advisory Committee (PAC) elder DeWayne Martin designed the artwork for a T-shirt for students in the Tacoma Public Schools Indian Education Program. (The PAC parents ordered the shirts in time to have them ready for the first Native American Heritage Day.) The black, white, red and yellow “eagle” art is on the front and a list of 126 tribes Tacoma students represent is printed on the back. 

For the first time—and for this year only, federal legislation set aside the Friday after Thanksgiving as Native American Heritage Day to honor the contributions American Indians have made to the United States. The bill encourages public elementary and secondary schools to promote student/school/community awareness of and to celebrate Native American histories and culture. This is in line with state House Bill 1495 which specifically calls for Native American histories and culture to be imbedded in curricula.

Tech Tips
Setting up your computer for another language

Microsoft Word (2007 and 2003) supports typing and editing in different languages.  Most languages are installed by default. The first step is to configure your computer. 
1. Click the Start button. Then click on the Control Panel.

2. Under “Pick a Category” (Category View), click on Date, Time, Language, and Regional Options. Then click on Regional and Language Options. 

3. Under the Languages tab, click on the Details button.

4. Select the Settings tab. Under Installed services, click on the Add button.  

5. Choose your language and keyboard from the pull down menus.* Here you can add keyboard layouts to your desktop and/or taskbar by clicking on Language Bar under Preferences. Click OK.

6. Click OK again at the Text Services and Input Languages, Settings screen.

7. Finish by clicking OK at the Regional and Languages Options, Languages screen. If you cannot find a language option you want, you may need to install additional languages.

After you have enabled a keyboard layout for the language you want to use, the next step is to turn on language-specific options in Microsoft Office.
1. Click on Start and point to All Programs. Next, point to Microsoft Office, then point to Microsoft Office Tools.

2. Click on Microsoft Office Language Settings 2007 (or 2003). At the Editing Languages tab, you can Add Enabled editing languages and change your Primary editing language from the pull down menu.
In Word, enabled languages will show in Word’s Status Bar. Clicking on the language in the Status Bar will take you to the Language window. From here, you can choose to “Detect language automatically.” Office 2007 has the option to automatically switch keyboards to match the language of the surrounding text (Office Button > Word Options > Advanced > Editing Options > Automatically switch keyboard to match language of surrounding text)

Accent marks: Many language-specific keyboard symbols can be found with an internet search “accent marks PC.” So if you do not need the whole keyboard, these default keystrokes for accented characters may help. Symbols joined by a + need to be held down at the same time; symbols separated by a coma need to be hit in sequence, one after the other:
