Board News
New Gray Middle School to open Jan. 5, 2009

The new Gray Middle School will open on Jan. 5, 2009. The board held a study session before its Sept. 25 meeting to hear an update on the Gray project and was pleased with the progress. Project completion is on schedule and within the $30 million budget for construction costs. The new school was originally scheduled to open September 2009.

The district evaluated various factors to determine whether the new Gray would be ready for a mid-year opening, such as building completion, landscaping, furniture, personnel needs and the move from the old Gray site to the new school. Gray parents, students and staff members support the Jan. 5 opening. 

Recess policy to be implemented immediately
The board adopted Policy No. 2126, “Recess,” that states elementary students will get a daily scheduled recess in addition to a recess lunch period. Superintendent Art Jarvis supports the policy and believes that recess will benefit student achievement. He said the actual scheduling will be left to the building administrators and teachers, and clear expectations will be established so that the intent to have recess is not in question. The policy will be implemented immediately.

Other actions:

The board also approved:

· The hiring of Rebecca Owens as assistant principal at Sheridan Elementary School.

· The acceptance of contract for the Wright Roofing Inc. for the roof replacement projects at Wilson High School and Pt. Defiance Elementary School.

The board directed the superintendent to research the costs of kindergarten aides and options available to serve the needs of kindergartners.

Theater students roll spinach pies

They timed him! It took Ernesto Gomez only 10 seconds to nimbly fold the delicate filo dough around a mixture with spinach and cheese and roll it into a neat triangle. The Foss High School students could not come close to Gomez’s time on their first attempt at making Greek spanakopita, or spinach pies. But, they did roll tidy rectangles that they sampled after the spanakopitas were cooked.
This lesson in Greek cuisine was the first of eight interdisciplinary activities that Foss teacher Valerie Navarro has planned for her drama club and theater students with the chefs/managers of OPA! Greek Cuisine at 6104 6th Ave. The second half of the evening on Monday, Sept. 15, included performing scenes from Greek plays in English with critiques and acting tips for each student. Roberto Ruiz, another chef at OPA!, was a professional actor in Mexico, and is also a skilled painter whose work hangs in the restaurant.

Ruiz said, “We share common interests—like art and languages—with Valerie Navarro, and decided to involve her Foss students in activities that will teach them about food of the several countries—food is a big part of the culture of a country. Understanding the culture of a country helps students understand the people of that country. And, we also wanted to share ideas about the performing arts with students. It’s a great partnership with Foss.”

Students shared some thoughts about trying these enrichment activities. A Foss senior in the International Baccalaureate (IB) theater program, Jason McAllister said, “I like art and acting and am willing to try new things.” Ebony Patton, an 11th grader in IB dance, said, “Dr. Navarro throws out all kinds of new ideas for us to experience. She gets us excited about learning.” 

A 12th grader in IB theater and dance, Passia Abraham explained she cannot cook at all, so the activities seemed a good way to learn about different foods. Also a 12th grader in IB theater and dance, Whitney Mitchell said, “I like the performing arts, and I think this series will help me with my career.”  

These cultural events will take place on two Mondays a month until Jan. 12, when a Student Showcase will be open to the public and cover the best work from each of the activities. Other Foss students may also sign up for the events. The cost is $10 per session to participate, except for students on free-and-reduced lunch who pay $5. Each of the remaining activities will run from 6:30 to 8:30 p.m. on Mondays at the restaurant. 

· On Sept. 29, students will learn about Greek mural painting and set design. The food will be dolmathes, a Greek grape-leaf dish.

· The Oct. 13 program includes making Spanish tapas and doing monologues in Spanish, with critiques and acting tips.

Museum loans educational trunks to schools
It sits by itself, a small log cabin tucked in a small park bowl in Old Town—quite incongruent with the much larger, elaborate houses that cling to the nearby hillsides. The Job Carr Cabin Museum strives to preserve and promote the history of Tacoma's origins and its cultural resources, and to serve the interests of educators, historians, students, families and friends. 

In addition to tours of the cabin, the museum has four educational trunks that are loaned to schools, and the museum’s board has approved having two more made this year, said Kathy Westlin, education program director. “The museum had volunteers make many of the items inside the trunks and we’re actively seeking people to help with that project since our funding is limited. Specifically, we’ll need six of the wooden covered wagons with cloth tops made.”  
Museum staff members would like to increase the number of “packables” in all six of the trunks. Westlin added, “We hope to find people to make clay animals (such as chickens, oxen, and dogs) and then paint them.  We’d also like a piano for each wagon and perhaps someone could produce those for us.” The mediums used for the projects can vary as long as the items can stand up to classroom use. Students take excellent care of the items the museum currently provides, Westlin pointed out.
“This is the first year the museum has had teachers reserve trunks and field trip dates in advance—a true testimonial. I already have ten schools with reservations,” said Westlin. The traveling trunks are a great way to get the history of early Tacoma into elementary classrooms, and curriculum materials that go with the trunks were written by Mary Kokich at Pt. Defiance Elementary School. Kokich, MaryEtta Alberts at Whittier Elementary School and Debbie Sterbick at Washington-Hoyt Elementary School serve on the museum’s Educational Committee.

Wilson student to travel to the tundra

2008 is the Year of the Polar Bear and Zoe Stoy will soon be in the polar bear capital for an up-close look at polar bears and their environment. A Wilson High School junior, Stoy will become an Arctic Ambassador when she travels to Churchill, Manitoba, in October to attend Polar Bear International’s (PBI) Polar Bear Leadership Camp. “She is the only student from Washington in the first group of international students at the leadership camp,” said Cathleen McConnell, academic programs manager at the Pt. Defiance Zoo and Aquarium.
Stoy represent PBI and the zoo, which was invited to participate in the student selection process for the first time this past year. Pt. Defiance was added to the participating zoos because of its polar bear exhibit.

One of the requirements to be an Arctic Ambassador is to give presentations in the student’s community after the leadership camp. McConnell and Stoy will develop an action plan which will include a Polar Bear Night in November. McConnell said, “The students who become Arctic Ambassadors are the cream of the crop and have the passion and the ability to communicate that passion. The students must go through a rigorous application and interview process.” 

Stoy has been involved in 4-H for nine years with both dogs and horses, and aims for a science career working with animals. Stoy is also in the Running Start program this year. 
Polar Bear International’s (PBI) Polar Bear Leadership Camp attracted worldwide attention when it was launched in the fall of 2004, and it has continued to grow every year since, according to the PBI Web site.  This year high school students and teachers from around the world will travel to Churchill during the fall polar bear migration to work with scientists in the field, collecting data and reporting back to their classmates via daily Web journals. One week of intense field work will expose the students to all sides of the issues facing polar bears, humans and the environment. After the camp, each student will create a forward action plan to help educate their peers and create a new mind-set on conservation issues. 

"Every year, we select a group of bright, motivated students who are eager to learn about the bears," said Robert Buchanan, PBI's president. "While in Churchill, they communicate with their peers through online journals. After they return, they share what they've learned through talks, slide presentations, and media interviews." 

During their time in Churchill, the students meet scientists and learn about their work; visit a maternal den site; discuss the implications of climate change; and discover how local residents coexist with their bears. They also take part in role-playing exercises that help them understand the complexities of the issues involved. "They leave with an in-depth knowledge of polar bears and the problems they face," said Buchanan, "and they help us communicate those problems to the world."

Sending a message intended for multiple parties
When composing a mail message, you can add multiple names to the To, Cc and Bcc fields as needed. Make sure each name is separated by a semi-colon (;). If you type names manually, rather than searching the address book, be sure to click the Check Names button in the ribbon/toolbar. Outlook will verify that the name is in the Global Address List and will underline the name if it is correct. Otherwise, you will see a dialog box requesting additional information.

Replying to a message: Reply to the sender, but not to all the other folks the sender sent the message to. There are two reply buttons: Reply and Reply to All. The Reply button allows you to send your message just to the original sender. The Reply to All will include everyone from the original message. With either option, you may edit the To, Cc, and Bcc fields as needed. 
Timing out when on the Web version of Outlook: When you have not signed on properly, Outlook can repeatedly bump you off line. You then have to re-enter the system via the password sign-in screen. You can avoid this by checking your e-mail through Outlook Web Access and making some choices at the log-in screen. When Public or Shared Computer is chosen, you will be logged out of your account more quickly. It is a safety setting whenever you have a period of inactivity.
